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Fire Roller Shutter Door Specification:

The Fire Resisting Roller Shutter Door is to be provided by Dimension Engineering has been tested in accordance with BS476: Part 22: 1987 (Method 8) by the Loss Prevention Council, at the Technical Centre, Borehamwood, Hertfordshire (Test Report available on request) to give up to 4 hours fire resistance.

The door as tested was fitted with a self-closing controlled descent solenoid unit, the operation of which was witnessed by the L.P.C. and included in their Test Report. Test report is available on request. The benefit of controlled descent is to ensure the health and safety of personnel who may be standing adjacent to the opening when the self-closing mechanism is activated.

Materials:

The Shutter Curtain is constructed from 20 SWG (minimum)curved section galvanised steel interlocking laths, all bolted to suitable mild steel tube roller assembly and supported at high

level between mild steel end brackets bolted to the structure.
Side Guides:

The shutter curtain running in 75mm x 50mm x 6mm thick(minimum) rolled steel angles and bolted to the structure.  The complete door driven through steel cut gears with all components other than shutter curtain finished in one coat grey primer.

Electrical Supply:

ELECTRICAL by means of 415 volt, 3 phase or 240 volts single phase supply drive motor, with emergency pull cord disengage device to give controlled descent closing and galvanised steel haul chain opening in the event of powerfailure.

Activation:
Self closing by means of thermal fusible link activated at a temperature of 68oC or mechanically re-setable solenoid device connected to the fire alarm/smoke detector system by electrical supply company or others.

Installation:
By Dimension Engineering approved and certified technicians.
